
APRU Undergraduate Enrichment Program
Background
APRU piloted its first Undergraduate Summer Program in China (Shanghai) in July 2006. Hosted by Fudan University and centered on the theme "Introduction to Modern China", the two-week program was tailored to introduce participants to various aspects of China (culture, society, politics and economics) through seminars, field trips, industry visit and language lessons. The program was received with great interest from member universities and heavily subscribed by students.  Leveraging on the learning curve, Fudan University would continue to host the undergraduate summer program in 2007 and 2008. 
Objectives

Following the successful pilot of the summer program in Shanghai, the idea of a year-end undergraduate program with an annual rotating host university was mooted at a recent APRU Steering Committee Meeting.
Having different undergraduate programs at various times of a year, with an annual rotating host, would tap on APRU’s Pacific Rim communities as well as offers more variety to students of member universities. 
Program Conceptualization
The theme of the enrichment program could leverage on the host university’s strengths in academic and research, in areas like science and technology, or generic aspects like student leadership and entrepreneurship. 

Open to all APRU member universities, the program aims to have student participation from the Americas, Asia and Australasia. With two representatives per APRU member university, the year end program could potentially have over 70 participants. This would give great opportunities for these students across the Pacific Rim to interact. 
Moving Forward
Senior staff’s thoughts and views are sought on the program. Bids to host the program are also welcome.
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
